2.2 MATERIALS
A. Portland Cement: ASTM C150 specifications for Portland Cement.
B. Aggregates: All aggregates to meet ASTM (33 specifications, to be
cleaned of foreign matter and properly graded to size.
C. Coloring: Pigments used shall be inorganic, resistant to alkalinity and
used as per manufacturers recommendations.
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
